Greetings from the High Country! It’s time again to start making plans to attend the Fellowship of the Spirit Conference in Colorado, taking place Thursday, July 23 through Sunday, July 26, 2009.  We sincerely hope you can join us, and we are very excited to host this conference at the beautiful Copper Mountain Resort in Summit County, Colorado.  The resort is less than two hours from Denver and the facilities at Copper Mountain can support a large number of attendees so that we can continue to carry the message of the book Alcoholics Anonymous to individuals and families affected by the disease of alcoholism.

Registration this year is $34.  Please be assured that the committee has made every effort to keep the registration fee to a minimum and hopes that you feel, as we do, that it’s a small price to pay for such a life changing experience.  The breakfast package will consist of hot breakfasts Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  Also, the cost of coffee to the Conference has gone up, therefore each cup will cost significantly more than in years past, so please plan accordingly.

Until we moved the Conference to Copper Mountain in 2008, each of the prior 4 years had sold out before the conference – 2007 sold out in just 2 weeks after opening registration!  Since the Copper Mountain facility is larger, it is our hope that this is not an issue this year, however, it’s hard to say what we have in store and we recommend that you register early.    

For the second year in a row, we are offering online registration.  Please note that, while a credit card is required for online registration, we can only process checks for mail-in registrations.  The cut-off date for mail-in registrations is July 6, 2009.  After July 6, 2009 registrations will only be accepted online and at the Conference.  Should you choose to register online, you will receive an email confirmation.  If you do not receive a confirmation notice in the mail 3-4 weeks after sending in your registration, please contact Shannon Sikorski at 303.883.4534 to confirm that your registration was received. Please see www.fots.com for space availability and lodging information. Hotel rooms are filling up quickly and there are a limited number available at the group rate, so we encourage you to reserve your room early, but remember—having a room at Copper Mountain won’t save you a seat at the Conference, and registering for the Conference doesn’t mean that you have a room.  

In respecting guidelines laid forth by Al-Anon's World Service Organization, we have chosen not to use the term Alateen during 2009 FOTS conference.  All young persons affected by someone else's drinking are encouraged to participate in FOTS including attendance at Al-Anon meetings and events.  While FOTS is a family event and we encourage as much participation from all ages, we have no official babysitting services offered.
